Claire assisted migrants and immigrants with crisis needs such as food, clothing and basic skills.
Throughout her 58 years in the community, Claire has acted as a liaison for educational and public
health initiatives (particularly to assists immigrant women and pregnant teens), volunteered as a
certified EMT, served on the county's Medical Advisory Board, and served as a board member for
the Indiantown Chamber of Commerce. That's while also raising six children For 25 years, Claire
has prepared layettes for newborn babies born to poor families. She has a room in her home
dedicated to this purpose. She has given over 7,500 layettes over the years, which included
hand-sewn blankets and soft toys and hand-crocheted hats delivered to local hospitals for the
neediest parents. She also makes burial outfits for babies. Art and painting have always been
Claire's passion, and she has brought her talent to the children at Hope Rural School and to the
women at the KinDoo Family Center. She teaches a weekly watercolor class and offers a series of
workshops for the women. Claire has illustrated two books for Hope Rural School. Claire's life
Work is to help those most in need of compassion-to always see the potential in every person,

regardless of their race, social class or abilities.
