[. The Call to Journey Togefher

4. The synodal journey unfolds within a historical context marked
by epochal changes in society and by a crucial transition in the life
of the Church, which cannot be ignored: it is within the folds of the
complexity of this context, in its tensions and contradictions, that we
are called to “scrutinize the signs of the times and interpret them in the
light of the Gospel” (GS, no. 4). Some elements of the global scenario
most closely connected to the theme of the Synod are outlined here;
but the picture will need to be enriched and completed at the local
level.

5. A global tragedy such as the COVID-19 pandemic “momentarily
revived the sense that we are a global community, all in the same boat,
where one person's problems are the problems of all. Once more we
realized that no one is saved alone; we can only be saved together”
(FT, no. 32). At the same time, the pandemic has also made the
already existing inequalities and inequities explode: humanity seems
increasingly shaken by processes of massification and fragmentation;
the tragic condition faced by migrants in all regions of the world shows
how high and strong the barriers dividing the single human family
still are. The Encyclicals Laudato si” and Fratelli Tutti document the




depth of the fault lines that run through humanity, and we can refer to
these analyses to start listening to the cry of the poor and of the earth
and to recognize the seeds of hope and of the future that the Spirit
continues to sow even in our time: “The Creator does not abandon
us; he never forsakes his loving plan or repents of having created us.
Humanity still has the ability to work together in building our common
home" (LS, no. 13).

6. This situation, which, despite great differences, unites the entire
human family, challenges the Church’s ability to accompany individuals
and communities to reread experiences of mourning and suffering that
have unmasked many false certainties, and to cultivate hope and faith
in the goodness of the Creator and his creation. However, we cannot
hide from the fact that the Church herself must face the lack of faith and
the corruption even within herself. In particular, we cannot forget the
suffering experienced by minors and vulnerable people "“due to sexual
abuse, the abuse of power and the abuse of conscience perpetrated
by a significant number of clerics and consecrated persons.”* We are
continually challenged “as the People of God to take on the pain of
our brothers and sisters wounded in their flesh and in their spirit.”* For
too long the cry of the victims has been a cry that the Church has not

been able to hear sufficiently. These are deep wounds that are difficult
to heal, for which forgiveness can never be asked for enough and
which constitute obstacles, sometimes imposing ones, to advancing
in the direction of “journeying together.” The whole Church is called
to deal with the weight of a culture imbued with clericalism that she
inherits from her history, and with those forms of exercising authority
on which the different types of abuse (power, economic, conscience,
sexual) are grafted. It is impossible to think of "a conversion of our
activity as a Church that does not include the active participation of
all the members of God's People:”¢ together let us ask the Lord for
“the grace of conversion and the interior anointing needed to express
before these crimes of abuse our compunction and our resolve

courageously to combat them."”

... The whole Church is called to
deal with the weighf of a cvulture
imbued with clericalism that she
inherits from her hisfory, and with
those forms of exercising oufhorify
on which the different fypes of
abuse are graﬁed
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7. In spite of our infidelities, the Spirit continues to act in history
and to show his life-giving power. It is precisely in the furrows dug
by the sufferings of every kind endured by the human family and by
the People of God that new languages of faith and new paths are
flourishing, : capable not only of interpreting events from a theological
point of view but also of finding in trials the reasons for refounding the
path of Christian and ecclesial life. It is a reason for great hope that
more than a few Churches have already begun more or less structured
meetings and consultation processes with the People of God. Where
they have been marked by a synodal style, the sense of Church has
flourished and the participation of all has given new impetus to
ecclesial life. The desire of young people to be protagonists within
the Church and the request for a greater appreciation of women and
spaces for participation in the mission of the Church, already signaled
by the Synodal Assemblies of 2018 and 2019, are also confirmed. The
recent institution of the lay ministry of Catechist and the opening of
access to those of Lector and Acolyte to women also move in this
direction.

8. We cannot ignore the variety of conditions in which Christian
communities live in the different regions of the world. Alongside
countries where the Church welcomes the majority of the population
and represents a cultural reference point for the whole of society,
there are others where Catholics are a minority; in some of these
countries, Catholics, together with other Christians, experience
forms of persecution, including some very violent ones, and not
infrequently martyrdom. If, on the one hand, a secularized mentality
tends to expel religion from the public space, on the other hand,
religious fundamentalism, without respect for the liberties of others,
feeds forms of intolerance and violence that are also reflected in the




Christian community and in its relations with society. Christians not
infrequently adopt the same attitudes, even fomenting divisions and
opposition, including within the Church. It is equally necessary to
consider the reverberation, within the Church and in its relations with
society, of the fractures caused by reasons of ethnicity, race, caste, or
other forms of social stratification or cultural and structural violence,
which run through the latter. These situations have a profound impact
on the meaning of the expression "journeying together” and on the

concrete possibilities of doing so.




9. Within this context, synodality represents the main road for
the Church, called to renew herself under the action of the Spirit and
by listening to the Word. The ability to imagine a different future
for the Church and her institutions, in keeping with the mission she
has received, depends largely on the decision to initiate processes
of listening, dialogue, and community discernment, in which each
and every person can participate and contribute. At the same time,
the decision to "journey together” is a prophetic sign for the human
family, which needs a shared project capable of pursuing the good of
all. A Church capable of communion and fraternity, of participation
and subsidiarity, in fidelity to what she proclaims, will be able to
stand beside the poor and the least and lend them her own voice. In
order to “journey together,” we need to let ourselves be educated
by the Spirit to a truly synodal mentality, entering with courage and
freedom of heart into a conversion process that is indispensable for
the “continual reformation of which [the Church] always has need, in
so far as she is a human institution” (UR, no. 6; cf. EG, no. 26).

4. El camino sinodal se desarrolla dentro de un contexto histérico
caracterizado por cambios "epocales” de la sociedad y por una
etapa crucial de la vida de la Iglesia, que no es posible ignorar:
es en los pliegues de este contexto complejo, en sus tensiones y
contradicciones, donde estamos llamados a «escrutar a fondo los
signos de los tiempos e interpretarlos a la luz del Evangelio» (GS,
n. 4). Se sefialan aqui algunos elementos del escenario global mas
estrechamente vinculados con el tema del Sinodo, pero el cuadro
debera enriquecerse y completarse a nivel local.

5. Una tragedia global como la pandemia del COVID-19 «desperto
durante un tiempo la consciencia de ser una comunidad mundial que
navega en una misma barca, donde el mal de uno perjudica a todos.
Recordamos que nadie se salva solo, que Unicamente es posible
salvarse juntos» (FT, n. 32). Al mismo tiempo la pandemia ha hecho
detonar las desigualdades y las injusticias ya existentes: la humanidad
aparece cada vez mas sacudida por procesos de masificacién y de
fragmentacion; la tradgica condiciéon que viven los migrantes en todas
las regiones del mundo atestiguan cuén altas y fuertes son aln las
barreras que dividen la Gnica familia humana. Las Enciclicas Laudato




si’ y Fratelli Tutti explicitan la profundidad de las fracturas que
marcan los caminos de la humanidad, y a esos analisis podemos hacer
referencia para disponernos a la escucha del clamor de los pobres y
del clamor la tierra y reconocer las semillas de esperanza y de futuro
que el Espiritu contintia a hacer germinar también en nuestro tiempo:
«E| Creador no nos abandona, nunca hizo marcha atras en su proyecto
de amor, no se arrepiente de habernos creado.

posee |a capacidad de colaborar para construir nuestra casa comuny
(LS, n. 13).

6. Esta situacion, que, no obstante las grandes diferencias, une a
la entera familia humana, pone a prueba la capacidad de |a Iglesia para
acompafiar a las personas y a las comunidades para que puedan releer
experiencias de luto y de sufrimiento, que han encubierto muchas
falsas seguridades, y para cultivar la esperanza y la fe en la bondad del
Creador y de su creacion. Sin embargo, no podemos escondernos:
la misma Iglesia debe afrontar la falta de fe y la corrupcién también
dentro de ella. En particular, no podemos olvidar el sufrimiento vivido
por personas menores y adultos vulnerables «a causa de abusos
sexuales, de poder y de consciencia cometidos por un notable
nimero de clérigos y personas consagradas»®.

hermanos vulnerados en su carne y en su espiritu»®: por mucho tiempo
el de las victimas ha sido un clamor que la Iglesia no ha sabido escuchar
suficientemente. Se trata de heridas profundas, que dificilmente
se cicatrizan, por las cuales no se pedira nunca suficiente perdén y
que constituyen obstaculos, a veces imponentes, para proceder en
la direccién del “caminar juntos”. La Iglesia entera esté llamada a
confrontarse con el peso de una cultura impregnada de clericalismo,
heredada de su historia, y de formas de ejercicio de la autoridad en
las que se insertan los diversos tipos de abuso (de poder, econémicos,
de conciencia, sexuales).

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7. No obstante nuestras infidelidades, el Espiritu continua
actuando en la historia y mostrando su potencia vivificante.
Precisamente en los surcos excavados por los sufrimientos de todo
tipo padecidos por la familia humana y por el Pueblo de Dios estéan
floreciendo nuevos lenguajes de fe y nuevos caminos capaces, no
sélo de interpretar los eventos desde un punto de vista teologal,
sino también de encontrar en medio de las pruebas las razones para
refundar el camino de la vida cristiana y eclesial. Es un motivo de gran
esperanza que no pocas lglesias hayan ya comenzado a organizar
encuentros y procesos de consulta al Pueblo de Dios, mas o menos
estructurados. Alli donde tales procesos han sido organizados segin
un estilo sinodal, el sentido de Iglesia ha florecido y la participacidn
de todos ha dado un nuevo impulso a la vida eclesial. Se confirman
igualmente el deseo de protagonismo dentro de la Iglesia por parte
de los jévenes, y la solicitud de una mayor valoracién de las mujeres
y de espacios de participacion en la misién de la Iglesia, ya sefalados
por las Asambleas sinodales de 2018 y de 2019.

8. No podemos ignorar la variedad de condiciones en las que
viven las comunidades cristianas en las diversas regiones del mundo.
Junto a paises en los cuales |a Iglesia re(ine la mayoria de la poblacién
y representa una referencia cultural para toda la sociedad, existen
otros paises en los cuales los catélicos son una minoria; en algunos de
estos paises, los catdlicos, junto con los otros cristianos, experimentan
formas de persecucion, incluso muy violentas, y a menudo el martirio.
Si, por una parte, predomina una mentalidad secularizada que tiende
a expulsar la religion del espacio publico, por otra parte, existe un




integrismo religioso, que no respeta la libertad de los otros, alimenta
formas de intolerancia y de violencia, que se reflejan también en
la comunidad cristiana y en sus relaciones con la sociedad. No es
infrecuente que los cristianos asuman estas mismas actitudes,
fomentando también las divisiones y las contraposiciones también en
la Iglesia. Igualmente, es necesario tener presente el modo en que
repercuten, dentro de la comunidad cristiana y en sus relaciones con
la sociedad, las fracturas que caracterizan a esta Ultima, por razones
étnicas, raciales, de casta o por otras formas de estratificacion social
o de violencia cultural y estructural. Estas situaciones tienen un
profundo impacto en el significado de la expresién “caminar juntos”

y en las posibilidades concretas de ponerlas en acto.
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9. En este contexto, la sinodalidad representa el camino principal
para la Iglesia, llamada a renovarse bajo la accion del Espiritu y gracias
a la escucha de la Palabra. La capacidad de imaginar un futuro diverso
para la Iglesia y para las instituciones a la altura de la misién recibida
depende en gran parte de la decision de comenzar a poner en préactica
procesos de escucha, de didlogo y de discernimiento comunitario, en
los que todos y cada uno puedan participar y contribuir.
