Holy Cross Parish celebrated its first Mass on Sunday, July 3, 1960 in a small church building donated by Mrs. Yvonne Famel. The
church takes its name from a relic of the True Cross which was also donated by Mrs. Famel. In 1966 a new Church building was
constructed and the parish moved to its current location on 150th Street. Holy Cross celebrated its 50th anniversary on
September 19, 2010 at the dedication and blessing of our new church building.

Mass in Honor of
Sister Georgina Gamarra '
July 27th, 1933—August 8th, 2023

Sister Georgina Gamarra, M.M. died on August 8th, 2023, at the Maryknoll Sisters Center, Maryknoll, NY. She
was 90 years old and had been a Maryknoll Sister for 67 years.

Julia Georgina Gamarra Cortijo was born on July 27th, 1933, in Lima, Peru to Teéfila (Cortijo) and Manuel
Jesus Gamarra. She had two brothers and six sisters; her sisters Dr. Teéfila de la Luz and Mrs. Esther Collins
survived her.

Georgina attended Rosa de Santa Maria High School in Lima, Peru from 1945-1949. She earned her Bachelor of
Education Degree at Central Normal School for Women in Lima in 1954. She then attended Maryknoll Teachers
College in Maryknoll, NY from 1956-1959 and graduated from Iona College, New Rochelle, NY with a
Bachelor of Arts Degree, major in Psychology and minor in Spanish in 1976. She continued her studies and
earned a Master of Arts Degree in Theological Studies from the Maryknoll School of Theology, Maryknoll, NY
in 1985.

Georgina taught for one year at the Teachers College in Lima, Peru before she entered the Maryknoll Sisters
Congregation in Maryknoll, NY on September 2nd, 1956 (from her home parish of Carrera in Lima, Peru). She
pronounced her First Profession of Vows on June 24th, 1959, in Maryknoll, NY and her Final Vows on June
24th, 1980, in Chile. Sister Georgina received her first mission assignment to Chile in 1960, where she remained
for 20 years.

She served in Curepto and later in Santiago, there she ministered as a high school and grade schoolteacher;
Director of Religious Education; Director of Christian Youth Groups; gave inner healing retreats; and was
involved in the formation of the Charismatic Renewal in the country.

From 1981-1984, Sister Georgina did her Congregational Services at the Maryknoll Sisters Center, Maryknoll,
NY working in Supportive Services and the Library. Afterwards, she traveled around the United States giving
Charismatic Seminars from 1984-1987. Sister Georgina was then assigned to the Eastern United States Region in
1988. In 1989, she opened the New Life Center in Elgin, IL where she was involved in the formation of small
Christian Communities, inner healing retreats/counseling and she would also often travel overseas to give
retreats.

From 1990-2015, Sister Georgina lived in Florida serving as an Associate Pastor in Nativity Church Parish in
Tampa until 2010. She worked on the formation of 55 small Christian communities and was an advocate for the
annulment of marriages. In 2010, she transferred to Indiantown, FL where she worked in the Holy Cross Parish
as Coordinator of the Hispanic Ministry and Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RICA). She also volunteered

in various ways, gave retreats, and did prison ministry at the State Prison of Ocala in 2015.

In 2016, Sister Georgina was assigned to the Maryknoll Sisters community in Monrovia, CA where she
semi-retired and volunteered her time accompanying Sisters on medical appointments and
shopping trips.

Sister Georgina returned to the Maryknoll Sisters Center,
Maryknoll, NY in March 2023 where she fully retired and
remained until her passing on August 8th, 2023.

Hermana Georgina Gamarra, M.M. Muri6 el 8 de agosto de 2023 en el Maryknoll Sisters Center, Maryknoll,
Nueva York. Tenia 90 afios y habia sido Hermana Maryknoll durante 67 afios.

Julia Georgina Gamarra Cortijo nacid el 27 de julio de 1933 en Lima, Pert, hija de Teofila (Cortijo) y Manuel
Jesus Gamarra. Tenia dos hermanos y seis hermanas; le sobrevivieron sus hermanas la Dra. Tedfila de la Luz y la
sefiora Esther Collins.

Georgina asistio a la escuela secundaria Rosa de Santa Maria en Lima, Peru, de 1945 a 1949. Obtuvo su
Licenciatura en Educacion en la Escuela Normal Central para Mujeres en Lima en 1954. Luego asistio al
Maryknoll Teachers College en Maryknoll, Nueva York, de 1956 a 1959 y se graduo de Iona College, New
Rochelle, Nueva York, con una Licenciatura en Artes, especialidad en Psicologia y especializacion en espafiol en
1976. Continud sus estudios y obtuvo una Maestria en Estudios Teolégicos de la Escuela de Teologia Maryknoll,
Maryknoll, Nueva York en 1985.

Georgina ensefid durante un afio en Teachers College en Lima, Pert antes de ingresar a la Congregacion de las
Hermanas Maryknoll en Maryknoll, Nueva York, el 2 de septiembre de 1956 (desde su parroquia natal de Carrera
en Lima, Pert1). Pronuncié su Primera Profesion de Votos el 24 de junio de 1959 en Maryknoll, NY y sus Votos
Perpetuos el 24 de junio de 1980 en Chile.La hermana Georgina recibi6 su primera asignacién misionera a Chile
en 1960, donde permanecid durante 20 afios.

Sirvi6 en Curepto y luego en Santiago, alli ministré como maestra de secundaria y primaria; Director de
Educacién Religiosa; Director de Grupos de Jovenes Cristianos; dio retiros de sanacion interior; y estuvo
involucrado en la formacidn de la Renovacion Carismatica en el pais.

De 1981 a 1984, la Hermana Georgina realizé sus Servicios Congregacionales en el Centro de las Hermanas
Maryknoll, Maryknoll, Nueva York, trabajando en Servicios de Apoyo y la Biblioteca. Posteriormente viaj6 por
Estados Unidos impartiendo Seminarios Carismaticos de 1984 a 1987. Luego, la hermana Georgina fue asignada

a la Region Este de los Estados Unidos en 1988. En 1989, abrio el Centro Nueva Vida en Elgin, Illinois, donde
participd en la formacidn de pequefias comunidades cristianas, retiros/consejeria de sanacion interior y también
viajaba con frecuencia. en el extranjero para dar retiros.

De 1990 a 2013, la hermana Georgina vivid en Florida sirviendo como pastora asociada en la parroquia de
Nativity Church en Tampa hasta 2010. Trabajo en la formacién de 55 pequefias comunidades cristianas y fue
defensora de la anulacion de matrimonios. En 2010, se trasladé a Indiantown, FL. donde trabajé en la Parroquia
Holy Cross como Coordinadora del Ministerio Hispano y Rito de Iniciacién Cristiana de Adultos (RICA).
También se ofrecid como voluntaria de varias maneras, dio retiros e hizo ministerio penitenciario en la Prision
Estatal de Ocala en 2015.

En 2016 la Hermana Georgina fue asignada a la comunidad de las Hermanas Maryknoll en Monrovia, CA, donde
2 se jubilo parcialmente y trabajo como voluntaria acompafiando a las Hermanas en
citas médicas y viajes de compras.

La hermana Georgina regreso al Maryknoll Sisters Center, Maryknoll, Nueva
York, en marzo de 2023, donde se jubild por completo y permanecié hasta su
fallecimiento el 8 de agosto de 2023.
